Personal Exhortations (Inward watchfulness)

Matt 24: 42 -> 25:1-46

Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come.

But know this, that if the goodman of the house had known in what
watch the thief would come, he would have watched, and would not
have suffered his house to be broken up.

Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the Son
of man cometh. [24:42-44]

Who then is a faithful and wise servant ... [24:45&47]
... But and if that evil servant shall say in his heart [24:48-51]
Parable of the 10 virgins [25:1-12]

Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein
the Son of man cometh.[Mat 25:13]

The goodman of the house
... had he known

The thief who breaks up (breaks through) the house

Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth ... where thieves break
through and steal:

But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven ... where thieves do not
break through nor steal:

. healing, Luke 9:11, Rev 22:2
. household, Matt 24:45, Luke 12:42

FAITHFUL - parable of talents Matt 25:14-30

WISE - parable of the 10 virgins Matt 25:1-13



The DELAY

Matt 24:48 My Lord delayeth his coming
Matt 25:5 While the bridegroom tarried
Matt 25:19 After a long time

How will we respond to an apparent ‘delay’?



Readiness: Wise and Foolish Virgins

Then ... Matt 25:1 ... end time parable!

Readiness: It’s all about the OIL! Matt 25:3-9

Rejection: Lord, Lord open to us Matt 25:11 (cf Matt 7:21-23)
