upon the top of it - rosh - head 
(v2)

7 lamps - 7 eyes (v10)

anointed ones - sons of oil 
(v14)

through 2 golden pipes 
(v12 - lit: which are at the hand 
of 2 golden pipes)

5th VISIONZech 4:1-14

What are these my Lord?

Lampstand - the Lord of all the earth (v14) - 
portrayed by a house with a foundation and 
headstone built in faith by the ruler of the day - 
Zerubbabel (v6-9) 

Oil - my spirit (v6)

Head - headstone (v7)

Pipes - hands of the faithful (v9, 12)

Eyes - saints running through the world (v10)

2 golden pipes - 2 anointed ones (v12-14)



The Lord of 
All the Earth
(Zech 4:14)

The body of Christ 
holding up the head 
(Col 2:19, Eph 4:15)
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7 pipes to the 7 lamps - v2

Heb: 7 and 7 pipes to the lamps.

Roth: its Seven Lamps upon it, 
Seven Pipes each

ASV: there are seven pipes to 
each of the lamps

This makes 
a total of 49 

pipes
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Top down view Head - Headstone 
(v7)

7 lamps - eyes of
Yahweh running 
through the earth in 
conquest - v10

Linked with 1:10-
11, 3:9, 6:7

7x7 pipes - fullness of God’s character developed 
through the terms of the new covenant

Modification of the symbol

7 stars replace 7 eyes

Each bowl becomes a 
lampstand 

The Son of Man walking in 
the midst of the ecclesias    
(Rev 1:13, 20)

‘These are they whom Yahweh 
hath sent to walk to and fro 
through the earth’ - 1:10-11

‘And the living creatures ran and 
returned as the appearance of a 
flash of lightning’ (Ezek 1:14)
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           2 olive branches
           which through the
           2 golden pipes - v12

Heb: which are at the hand of 
the two golden spouts

empty the golden oil out of 
themselves - v12

Heb: which pour the gold from 
above themselves
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These (2 olive branches) are 
the two anointed ones that 
stand by the Lord of whole 
earth - v14

Literally: sons of oil. They are 
filled with the Word of God

They are king-priests of the 
future age who illuminate the 
world from the midst of the 
Most Holy Isa 6:1-3
