8:27 “We will go three days journey into 
the wilderness”

8:28 “I will let you go...only ye shall not 
go very far”

8:29 “...let not Pharaoh deal deceitfully 
any more”

10:11 “...go now ye that are men and 
serve Yahweh”

10:9 “We will go with our young & with 
our old... sons... daughters... 

flocks...herds... will we go”

10:24 “Go ye...only let your flocks & 
your herds be stayed”

10:26 “Our cattle also shall go with us, 
there shall not an hoof be left behind”

10:28 “...see my face no more, for in that 
day...thou shalt die”

10:29-11:8 “Thou hast spoken well, I will 
see thy face again no more...and he went 
out  from Pharaoh in the heat of anger”
